1.0 Purpose 
 
1.1 To outline the issues associated with an application by Ian Stewart 

Construction Ltd for the erection of storage building and lay down area at 2 
Boxer Bridge Road, Stanley. 

 
2.0 Site 
 
2.1 The site lies to the north of the track that comes off Boxer Bridge Road on the 

east side. 
 
3.0 Proposal 
 
3.1 The developer is seeking planning permission to erect a storage building and 

provide a lay down area. No details have been supplied on the layout of the site 
or the storage building. 

  
4.0 Background 
 
4.1 This is the first application relating to this site. 
 
5.0 Planning Policy 
 
5.1 The site is covered by policy B5 (Industrial Areas) which supports the principle 

of locating larger scale industrial and warehousing activity within the Gordon 
Lines area.  This site is within this area.   

 
5.2  Policy D7 is also relevant as it supports the principle to encourage the siting of 

containers in container parks or commercial yards, as opposed to outside of 
such designated areas.  The development of this site is required as the 
developer needs a new location to site approximately 25 containers that are 
currently situated in the old YPF yard. 
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6.0 Representations 
 
6.1 No representations have been received.  
 
Assessment 
 
7.1 The plot, as indicated on the submitted plans, is approximately 2000m².  It is 

bound on the south by a track and on the west by Boxer Bridge Road.  The 
north and east boundaries are not clearly marked on the ground at this time. 

  
7.2 It is the most southern of the plots identified on the east side of Boxer Bridge 

Road.  The remaining plots (No 4 to 12) are not yet developed.  The nearest 
developed plot is the most northern, where RBC Ltd has its offices.  The Byron 
Holdings developments on the west side of Boxer Bridge Road are the only 
plots developed on that side. 

 
7.3 The plot is highly visible from Airport Road. 
 
7.4 The developer has not submitted plans showing how the plot will be developed 

in terms of site layout, including buildings and parking arrangements. 
 
7.5   It is the developer’s intention to use the area to site containers immediately, 

and to build the storage building at a later date.   
 
7.6  Details regarding any security fencing and lighting are not supplied. 
 
8.  Assessment 
 
8.1 The proposed use for the plot is in keeping with its designation in the Stanley 

Town Plan. 
 
8.2 Considering the site’s high visibility, it would be advisable to limit the height to 

which containers can be stacked so as to mitigate the negative visual impact on 
the skyline. 

 
8.3 The final layout of the site should be agreed with the Environmental Planning 

Officer and implemented as agreed. 
 
8.4 The formation of the access to the site from the adjacent track should be 

agreed with the Roads Engineer and implemented as agreed.   
 
8.4 Details regarding boundary treatment (e.g. security fencing) and any 

associated lighting should be submitted for approval from the Environmental 
Planning Officer and implemented as agreed. 

 
8.5 As this is the first plot to be developed in this area it will set a precedent for 

future developments in nearby plots.  For this reason, it is recommended that 
consideration be given to limiting the storage of vehicles and equipment to 
those that are serviceable or seasonally operated. 
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9.  Recommendations

1.0 Purpose 
 
1.1 To outline the issues associated with an application for the erection of an 

retail/office unit for Ian Stewart Construction Ltd adjacent to Plot 25, Lookout 
Industrial Estate, Stanley. 

 
2.0 Site 
 
2.1 The site lies to the north of the western entrance road off Davis Street, at 

Lookout Industrial Estate and to the south of the FIG Computer Section 
building. It is a narrow plot (9.7m wide) and some 25m in length. It is a flat plot 
bounded on the south side by a large parking area. 

 
3.0 Proposal 
 
3.1 The developer is seeking outline planning permission to erect an office/retail 

unit.  There have been no details submitted regarding design or layout within 
the site. 

  
3.2   No parking is shown on the submitted plan. 
 
4.0 Background 
 
4.1 This is the first application relating to this site. 
 
5.0 Planning Policy 
 
5.1 The site is covered by policy B1 which supports the principle of locating 

commercial and business services within existing commercial areas including 
Lookout Industrial Estate.   

 
5.2    The site is within an identified Business Park (policy B6) therefore any 

proposals for development within this must be considered in terms of such 
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proposals meeting the criteria listed under policy D2. The criteria under policy 
D2 include: 

 
·  The scale of the site and surrounding area is respected. 
·  Built and natural heritage are safeguarded. 
·  The established building form is respected. 
·  The potential to develop adjacent land is not unnecessarily prejudiced. 
·  There is no significant loss of amenity 
·  Access, parking arrangements and level of traffic are acceptable 

 
6.0 Representations 
 
6.1 A representation has been received from the Falkland Islands Government IT 

Manager, Dilys Payne on behalf of the Computer Department, Plot 25 Lookout 
Industrial Estate (copy attached).  

 
6.2  The following points are stipulated: 
 

·  The Computer Section have future plans for building a purpose-built 
server storage building connected to their department; 

 
·  There would be limited parking space available for customers to the 

proposed unit; 
 

·  Underground fibre cables would have to be moved and the road would 
need to be dug up; 

 
·  A two-storey building would require the phone cable to be moved as well 

as the lamp post; 
 

·  the new development would be too close to the south side of the building 
where the Computer Section currently has their cooling system situated; 

 
·  Access to the east door for the delivery of new cargo would be impeded; 

 
·  There are ongoing works to install a power generator at the east end of 

the building; and  
 

·  New development would restrict the amount of light into the Computer 
Section building.  

 
7.0      Assessment 
 
 Plot 
 
7.1 The plot as indicated on the submitted plans is approximately 245m².  It is 

bound on the south by a large parking area, on the west by an access road to 
the Computer Section building, on the north by the Computer Section building.  
The east boundary abuts the boundary of the two businesses in that area. 
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7.2 It is crossed by one overhead telephone line. 
 
7.3 The future plans for development of the plot by FIG for the Computer Section 

are not a planning concern and is a matter for FIG as owner to determine. 
 
7.4 Any works in relation to the development that involve moving cables or posts 

should be undertaken in consultation with the Director of Public Services and at 
the developer’s expense. 

 
 Building size and height 
 
7.5  The submitted plans show only the size of the proposed site and not the 

footprint of the proposed building 
 
7.6 Buildings in the surrounding area are all single-storey  
 
7.7  The buildings within this area of Lookout Industrial Estate do tend to follow a 

building line and have a reasonable separation distance with each other.  They 
also have similar finishes with red roofs and pale coloured walls.  These can be 
used as guidelines when considering the size that this building should be.   

 
 Windows and reduction of light 
 
7.8  There are five windows in the south elevation of the Computer Section building.  

Whilst some light does enter through these most daylight will enter through 
windows on the north elevation. 

 
 Access to Computer Section east end 
 
7.9 The proposed development would not impede access to the east end of the 

Computer Section building for deliveries as access can still be taken past the 
east end of the proposed site. 

 
 Access and parking 
 
7.10  Access is readily available to the site. A public parking area is immediately 

adjacent to the plot and is generally under utilised. Details of the development 
(e.g. its size and proposed uses) are necessary to determine whether the 
existing provision is acceptable and whether servicing arrangements are 
satisfactory.   

 
8.  Conclusions 
 
8.1 The plot is sufficiently large enough to site a small building but to prevent 

overdevelopment, I would recommend that the footprint be limited to no larger 
than 110m².  This equates to 45% of the total plot area.   
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8.2 It would be best in planning terms if the building was sited adjacent to the 
southern boundary thus maximising the separation distance between it and the 
Computer Section building. 

 
8.3  There is a standard building form within the Estate of single-storey buildings.  A 

two-storey building would not create any issues in terms of loss of privacy or 
light.  The only issue would be that it would be noticeable by virtue of the other 
lower rooflines.  Members may consider it appropriate to add a condition 
limiting the height of the new building so that it is in keeping with others in the 
estate. 

 
9.  Recommendation 
 
9.1 I recommend that the application be approved with the following conditions: 
  

1. The footprint of the proposed development must be no larger than 110m² 
and be sited adjacent to southern boundary of the plot shown in the 
approved plans 

 
2. The external colours of the roof and walls of the building must be in 

keeping with those of existing buildings in the area i.e. red roof and pale 
coloured walls. 

 
3. The relocation of any cables, lamp posts etc., and associated works shall 

be agreed with the Director of Public Services prior to commencement of 
development and implemented as agreed by, and at the cost, to the 
developer.
