I understand that you are still looking for a lay-member for the Planning & Building Committee 
and several people have suggested that I should apply. 
 
I have no qualifications in the building trade, but I have served on the Committee in the past so 
that I can bring a knowledge and understanding of the Planning & Building Regulations. I have 
lived in Stanley for most of my life and have a desire to see that any future development 
complements what is existing. Thank you for considering my application.

Brian Summers 
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Dear Anthony, 
I refer to our telephone call on 9 June regarding the above application for erection of a 
greenhouse at 13 Biggs Road, the property next door to mine at 6a Gleadell Close. 
 
I have taken the opportunity of inspecting the plan and application submitted by the applicant, and 
I note that he wishes to erect a greenhouse 2.43m wide x 6.1m long x 2.3m high in the rear 
garden of his property, along an East-West axis. He indicates that, at its nearest point, it will be 
3.5m from the boundary with the highway at Lellman Way. 
 
I would like to make the following comments: 
 

1. If the greenhouse is in fact located 3.5m from the farther boundary, I do not believe that 
the garden is wide enough to accommodate a structure 6.1m long in the position or along 
the axis indicated in the application; alternatively, it will encroach so closely upon our 
boundary as to be a significant detriment to the amenity of our property.  

 
2. If, as the plan indicates, the greenhouse is to be erected on the raised section of the rear 

garden, its height will mean that it will interfere significantly with the light entering our 
property through its only west-facing window, which is on the ground floor. It will also 
interfere with our westerly view from that window.  

 
3. Given that it is to be constructed of aluminium and glass, and will be directly upwind of the 

prevailing winds from our property, we are concerned about the safety issues in the event 
of any of the glass breaking, and blowing into our property.  

 
4. You have told me that the erection of a greenhouse is exempt development, but 

permission is required because of the proximity of the property to a highway. I have 
consulted the Building Regulations 1999 on Public Folders, and read that a greenhouse is 
only exempt from those Regulations if it is sited not less than 1 ½ times its height from 
“any habitable building or adjacent boundary”; in the case of this greenhouse that would 
be 3.45m from our boundary, or from his own house. As mentioned above, I do not 
believe that that is the case with this application.  

 
You mentioned on the phone last week that you would be visiting the site to check the 
measurements, and I would be grateful if you would confirm your findings to me.    
 
I hope these representations will receive appropriate consideration.
