My main concer is that you the committee, could impose parking restrictions on my
application. It might be suggested to tumn the grassy arca at 23 John Street into two cal
parks. 1 personally think that this would spoil the character of the building. | believe
that there has to be 2 extra car parks provided for me to be able to open a caf¢.

To re-open solely as a retail outlet in my opinion is not the most beneficial option. |
would not have the buying power to compete with the major retailers in Stanley. We
have already seen two well established retail outlets on John Street close in the last
vears because of this.

1 am really passionate about opening a café and think that it would be vet anothes
venue for tourists and visitors, as well as the local population to visit. T do think tha
the building would be best suited for a café type business, more so because 3 peopl
have approached me to say that they had considered the building for the sam
